Industrial hemp is a distinct variety of the plant species Cannabis Sativa L. This 
annual herbaceous plant with a slender stem, ranging in height from four to 
fifteen feet and a stem diameter from 1/4" to 3/4". Hemp is a member of the 
mulberry family. 
 
The innermost layer of the stock is the pith, surrounded by woody material known 
as hurd. Outside of this layer is the growing tissue which develops into hurd on 
the inside and into the bast fibers on the outside. 
 
The stem is more or less branched, depending on how densely the crop is 
planted. When sown thickly the stems do not branch. The leaves are of a 
palmate type and each leaf has seven to eleven leaflets with serrated edges. It’s 
actually quite a beautiful plant.

The Opportunity 
 

1. Traditionally hemp has been a labor intensive crop to harvest and 
process, and hemp fibers have normally been too stiff and coarse for 
apparel.  Therefore, hemp has been confined to specialty uses such as 
rope, sailcloth, and cigarette papers Although due to humanities 
technological advancement we are able to do more with hemp than ever. 

 
2. A new enzymatic process has been invented in China to remove lignin 

from the fibers.  This process softens the fibers, and allows them to be 
utilized in the manufacture of apparel and related items.  Furthermore, 
machinery is now available to both harvest and process the hemp stalks 
with minimal human labor required.  This will allow hemp fiber to be 
marketed at prices competitive with cotton and flax. 

 
3. This new enzymatic process to remove lignin, along with modern 

harvesting and processing methods will allow hemp to once again reign as 
a premier cash fiber crop.  Within the next three to five years, the cost of 
hemp textiles will become lower than that of flax, eventually becoming 
directly competitive with cotton.

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The Decline of Hemp 

There many reasons for the downfall of hemp in the United States and around 
the world.  As the world emerged from the Great Depression of the 1930’s, there 
were several new innovative concepts being introduced into the market. Day by 
day, technology spin-offs from WWII began soaking into civilian life. 

In those days, “Natural” food, “natural” fibers, “natural” medicines did not carry 
the marketing cachet that they do today. Consumers were searching for all new 
shiny, plastic and modern things. People wanted “high tech” fibers, “fast food”, 
modern design in their furniture and their homes and their automobiles. They 
wanted the guarantee of a better future in all of the accessories in life. 

And so, there have been a long series of industrial and technological advances 
and economic choices that made perfect sense at the time t0 lead us up to today: 
we have forgotten the gift of the renewable fruits of the soil and we now rely on 
petroleum for our very existence. And we are finally awaking to the truth that the 
petroleum is finite. 

“When Rudolph Diesel produced his famous engine in 1896, he assumed that 
the diesel engine would be powered by a variety of fuels, especially vegetable 
and seed oils. Rudolph Diesel, like most engineers then, believed vegetable fuels 
were superior to petroleum.

In the 1930s, the Ford Motor Company also saw a future in biomass fuels. Ford 
operated a successful biomass conversion plant that included hemp at their Iron 
Mountain facility in Michigan. Ford engineers extracted methanol, charcoal fuel, 
tar, pitch, ethyl acetate, and creosote—all fundamental ingredients for modern 
industry, and now supplied by oil-related industries.1”  
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Farmers began finding that they couldn’t contend with coal and oil for energy 
production at such low prices. Fossil fuel producers succeeded in their campaign 
to control energy production by making fuels and chemical feedstock at lower 
prices than could be produced from biomass conversion and other products of 
chemurgy2. Farmers couldn’t compete against trees for paper, (basically free or 
near free) at that time of modern history when trees were being cleared to make 
way for villages, towns, cities and then, sprawling suburbs. 

As the 20th century unfolded, new, better, more “modern” materials were 
developed not made from plants, but petroleum. Plastic, nylons, polyester and 
other complex “polymers” became the foundation for a new wave in fashion and 
consumer receptivity to the disadvantage of natural, renewable, sustainable 
fibers and oils. Timber and paper pulp became a corporate agribusiness. The 
“Chemurgy Movement” faded away. Modern, “space-age” materials took the 
place of old, traditional, rustic materials in both the markets and the minds of the 
populace. 

Hemp was a seemingly forgotten plant, with all of its splendor and greatness.  
Big business took over in the minds of the people on what hemp was and what it 
could do for the people and the planet.  Newspapers, published by William 
Randolph Hearst were spreading ludicrous propaganda about hemp, for the 
purpose of building corporate interests in newer technology and industry – 
specifically with lumber and petrochemical products. 

To no dismay, there have been thousands of documented pieces revealing the 
truth on the history of hemp in the U.S. as well as around the world.  Below are 
several sources in which to find this amazing information – which is now being 
shown to all who are interested by The Human Exchange Musical Programs, 
especially at HempAware Parties, to be introduced later in the Plan.

The potential for hemp is phenomenally striking as “American farmers are 
promised a new cash crop with an annual value of several hundred million 
dollars, all because a machine has been invented which solves a problem more 
than 6,000 years old.

Weeds are extremely 
rare around hemp plants, due to the pungent leaves that sway about 10 to 16 
feet above the ground repelling insects and bugs. In just two seasons of growing 
hemp a farmer can restore the soil to perfect growing conditions damaged by 
thistle and other horned weeds.

 First we are going to define the word trademark and the components of 
the word, trade and mark. 
 

·  Trade defined: The word “trade” according to John Ayto’s Dictionary of 
Word Origins, on page 538, “originally meant ‘way, track.’  Not until the 
16th century did the modern sense ‘buying and selling’ emerge, via ‘regular 
path followed by someone’ and ‘business pursued by someone.’  
Etymologically, it amounts to a ‘trodden’ path; for it was borrowed from 
Middle Low German trade ‘track,’ which goes back ultimately to the 
prehistoric Germanic base *trad-, *tred-, source also of English tread and 
trot. 

 

·  Mark defined: Dictionary of Word Origins page 338: English has two words 
mark, although they may be ultimately related. 1st Mark ‘sign, trace’ [OE] 
goes back to prehistoric Germanic *marko.  This seems originally to have 
denoted ‘boundry’ (that is what Old English mearc meant, and related 
forms such as march ‘border’ and margin still bear witness to it), but the 
notion of a ‘sign denoting a boundry’ seems to have lead early on to the 
development of the word’s main present-day sense.” 2nd Mark ‘coin’ [OE] 
from medieval Latin marcus or marca, which may well derive ultimately 
from the ancestor of mark ‘sign, trace’ (its etymillogical meaning being 
‘mark on a piece of metal’ constituting a coin’). 

 

Therefore based on the roots of these two words of consciousness, we are 
defining our “Trade Mark” as such: Through our word consciousness we are 
‘treading ’ a ‘path’  in consciousness and ‘coining’  the phrase “Plant Seeds 
… Change the Planet” with our focus on expanding the freedom 
consciousness.
